JANUARY 29, 2015

The Pope Center Committee of the Washington City Council met on Thursday, January 29, 2015, beginning at 9 AM in the Council Chambers of City Hall.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were:  Mayor Barnett and Council members R. Armour and Rainey.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner, Main Street Director Joe Willis and Pope Center Representative Bertrina Ivey.

Kip Burke of the News Reporter was also present.

City Administrator Bailey discussed with the committee current alcohol ordinance issues pertaining to catering of events.

Other matters discussed by the committee were discounts for 501c3 organizations, days center may be closed and no rentals allowed, an updated event request form, updated fee structure, required deposits and forfeiture of deposits.

Also discussed were items needed for the center:  commercial vacuum, disposal (sale) of unused kitchen equipment, fragile condition of both the stage and dance floor, and the need to paint both the inside and outside of the center.

Willis and Ivey were directed to work on a simpler form of fee structure and to develop a priority listing of needs along with associated pricing.
