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COMMITTEE MEETINGS
NOVEMBER 12, 2015

PUBLIC WORKS

The Public Works Committee of the Washington City Council met on Thursday, November 12, 2015, beginning at 8:15 AM in the Council Chambers of City Hall to discuss the proposed 2016 budget for Public Works.

Present were Mayor Barnett, Council member T. Armour, City Administrator Bailey, Asst. City Administrator Dill, City Clerk Danner and Public Works Director Bobby Mills.

Discussion included:  City Hall Annex foundation problems, leaks in roof and bathroom repair; budgeting for a new shop or purchase of a shop over a ten year period; LMIG work on Lovelace Way; the possible purchase of a grapple truck financed over a five year period; taking some old vehicles out of service;  purchase of Wex Telematics; use of Cemetery Perpetual Care fund to pay off tractor purchase; and, combining budgets under Public Works umbrella for streamlining payroll, payables and budget process.

WATER/SEWER/SANITATION

The Water and Sewer Committee of the Washington City Council met on Thursday, November 12, 2015, beginning at 9:15 AM in the council Chambers of City Hall to discuss the proposed 2016 budget.

Present were Mayor Barnett, Council member Scarborough, City Administrator Bailey, Asst. City Administrator Dill, City Clerk Danner and Water/Sewer/Sanitation Superintendent Darrell Rogers.

Council member T. Armour attended as a visitor.

Discussion included:  sewer repair issues, Wex Telematics, purchase of a truck and trailer (flatbed) financed over a five year period, purchase of water meters, purchase of service truck, purchase of valve wrench/HYD valves/tap machine.

SANITATION:  Discussion included:  retirement of two current workers, possible sale of a used garbage truck, the purchase of a new front load garbage truck financed over a 5 year period and purchase of front load bins (dumpsters).

FIRE

The Fire Committee of the Washington City Council met on Thursday, November 12, 2015, beginning at 10 AM in the Council Chambers of City Hall to discuss the proposed 2016 budget.

Present were Mayor Barnett, Council member Scarborough, City Administrator Bailey, Asst. City Administrator Dill, City Clerk Danner and Fire Chief Gilland.

Council member T. Armour attended as a visitor.

Discussion included:  possible re-negotiation of the fire service contract to allow the hiring of two additional firefighters/emt’s.  Chief Gilland would like to move to a four man shift and the two additional men would reduce shift overtime by some 95% (estimate).  There was also discussion on what will be done with the old ladder truck.  Proposed budget includes the purchase of a new chief’s truck with financing over a five year period and some $50,000 budgeted to outfit the new fire truck which was purchased through a grant.
