SEPTEMBER 14, 2015

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held a Public Hearing on Monday, September 14, 2015, beginning at 4:50 PM to receive citizen comment on a proposed zoning change to property owned by the City of Washington located at 105 Norman Street from C-4 (Heavy Commercial) to R-3 (High Density Residential).  Mayor Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett and council members Armour, Armour, Rainey and Scarborough.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

It was noted that the 105 Norman Street property was bought using CDBG grant monies and if zoning change is approved will be divided into two parcels to be used for residential housing.

A letter from Dr. Mark Waters, Chairman of the Zoning Board, was submitted to council in support of the zoning change.

No citizen comment was received.

On motion by T. Armour, second by Scarborough, council approved 4 to 0 to re-zone property from C-4 to R-3.

Hearing adjourned at 4:52 PM.
