
























REGULAR MEETING
JULY 8, 2013

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, July 8, 2013, beginning at 6 PM at the Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were:  Mayor Barnett and council members Armour, Harris, Scarborough and Tutt.  Council members Cullars and Rainey were out of town on business.  Also present were City Administrator Eskew, City Clerk Danner, City Attorney Fleming and Police Chief Glenn.

Visitors present are listed in the minutes of the Council Work Session held on July 8, 2013.

Rev. Lance Pitts opened the meeting in prayer followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES APPROVED:  On motion by Armour, second by Harris, council approved 4 to 0 the minutes of the work session held June 10, 2013, the regular meeting held June 10, 2013 and a called meeting held June 27, 2013, as presented.

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE REPORT:  Chamber Director Lyndon Amis advised that the July firework’s event has been re-scheduled tentatively for Labor Day weekend.  The winner of the 50/50 drawing was Carolyn Reynolds.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  David Jenkins, Frank Watson and Anne Floyd spoke briefly about the organizing of “Hands on Washington”.  At this time the board has not been appointed and by-laws are being developed.

Jenkins, on behalf of Rev. Pritchard, reminded those present of a Blessings by the Truckload green bean drop at the Pope Conference Center on July 16, 2013.

Jenkins requested approval of downtown square reservations.  On motion by Scarborough, second by Harris, council approved 4 to 0 the use of the square on July 20 and 24 by the WW High School, August 3 by the WW High School and on August 9 by Beta Sigma Phi Sorority for a Peddling for Paws event to benefit the Animal Shelter.

Jenkins advised that the Pope Conference Center policies will be updated to more clearly define use of alcohol on the premises to meet local and state laws.

FOXWOOD SENIOR DEVELOPMENT – JAY COLLINS:  Mr. Collins advised that the Foxwood Senior Development is making progress but that weather (rain) has been a real issue.  Mr. Collins stated that Certificates of Occupancy must be obtained by the end of the year.

MAYOR’S COMMENTS:  Mayor Barnett requested that council approve his request to re-appoint Barbara Hearn to the Mary Willis Library Board for a four year term.  On motion by Tutt, second by Armour, council approved request 4 to 0.

Mayor Barnett advised that the PDA has employed Hannah Mullins to market Washington-Wilkes.  She will work with David Jenkins, Tourism and the DDA.  This position is jointly funded by the city/county.

CITY ATTORNEY REPORT:  City Attorney Fleming advised that council will be asked to consider at the August regular meeting, a resolution calling for Sunday sales of alcohol to be added to the November 2013 ballot for voter approval.

COUNCIL COMMENTS:
TUTT:  Council member Tutt asked that Ms. Mullins attend council meetings.  Tutt also expressed concern that the community needs a well-trained workforce which is a requirement for industry growth.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR UPDATE:  City Administrator Eskew advised that work continues on the re-naming of Mercer Street to honor Rev. G.L. Avery.  This work should be complete and a Public Hearing held before the August meeting of council.

ADJOURNMENT:  Council meeting adjourned at 6:25 PM.
