














WORK SESSION
FEBRUARY 9, 2015

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly work session on Monday, February 9, 2015, beginning at 5 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were:  Mayor Barnett, council members Armour, Armour, Cullars, Rainey and Scarborough.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

City Administrator Bailey reported that the mold/asbestos removal was complete in the city hall basement.  Bailey also reported on a recent Pope Center Committee meeting and that work on the South Street project had been completed by Public Works and Water Department personnel.

Main Street Director Joe Willis reported on “Use of Square” events which need council approval:  Easter Sunrise service on April 5, Memory Lane Cruise Ins on May 4 and September 12.

Mayor Barnett advised of a need for an Electric Committee meeting.  Mayor Barnett also advised of his intention to re-appoint members to the Historical Preservation; the DDA; Planning Commission; Board of Zoning Appeals; Parks and Recreation; Rest Haven Cemetery Committee; and the senior Citizen Advisory Council.

City Clerk Danner advised of an application for a Temporary Pouring license received from the Chamber of Commerce for the Annual Awards Banquet to be held at the Pope Center on March 28, 2015.

Main Street Director Joe Willis advised of a scheduled tele-conference at next month’s meeting concerning the Retail Gap Analysis.

Council member Travis Armour reported on-going problems with truck traffic on city streets, which is primarily a GPS issue with truck drivers going to local industries.  Richard Crabbe advised that he had sent some corrections to GPS providers.

Council member Rainey requested an executive session for a personnel matter.  Rainey also advised of an upcoming Easter Egg Hunt sponsored by 21st Century at the Parks and Recreation complex.  Rainey also asked the status on monthly Sheriff Department reporting.

Council member Cullars requested clarification on employee raises and merit increases.

On motion by T. Armour, second by Scarborough, council approved 5 to 0 adjournment of the Work Session at 5:24 PM.

On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved 5 to 0 entering into Executive Session as requested by Council member Rainey to handle a personnel matter.

City Attorney Fleming reported that three personnel matter were discussed, with no final action taken.

On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved 5 to 0 for Mayor Barnett to sign an executive session affidavit.
