Mayor Barnett advised that he was in talks with James McWilliams at the Chamber of Commerce about printing a newsletter on the back of monthly utility bills.  This will be an approximate cost of $400 per month that it is included.

Mayor Barnett also talked about a recent table top drill that was conducted by city department heads at the Pope Conference Center dealing with a possible disaster and each department’s response to the event.

Hands on Washington – Frank Watson spoke to council about the GICH team volunteers and meetings held by persons interested in the “Hands on Washington” advisory board.  At this point, the committee/board has some prepared By-Laws which he requested the city have the City Attorney review.  Watson also requested that the city include some $3000 in the 2014 city budget as startup seed money and also look into liability insurance for the board.

David Jenkins:  Jenkins updated council on recent activity at the Pope Conference Center and further advised that the storage building has been completed and is in use.  Jenkins distributed an updated map of Norman Street parcels that have been approved for CDBG grant work.  Jenkins also advised of two requests for use of downtown square.  Jenkins also noted that the GICH team will continue in an advisory capacity for the “Hands on Washington” board.

City Attorney:  City Attorney Fleming advised that resolutions calling for Sunday sales of alcohol will be presented during the regular meeting for council approval.  The first resolution will be for sales by the drink and the second resolution will be for package sales.

City Administrator:  City Administrator Eskew advised that during the regular meeting he will seek approval of two 2013 budget adjustments which were included in the council’s meeting packets.
