He went on to explain that he
thought this would be a great way to bring the community
together, and to give back to the community. Mayor
Barnett also pointed out an article recently run in the
Augusta Chronicle, where City Gardens are being utilized
to deal with issues with vacant City lots. They are using
the gardens as a way to help feed people in the community,
thus addressing two issues at once.

“We are really excited about this project”, stated
Administrator Bailey. “We’ve already been out to the site
and have located water lines to be used for irrigation of
the fields, and we’ve also got plans to fix up a section of
the out buildings near the field to store community tools to
use in the garden”.
