





























CALLED MEETING
JUNE 22, 2015

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held a called meeting on Monday, June 22, 2015, beginning at 10 AM to address contract matters, a CHIP resolution and a personnel matter.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett and council members Armour, Armour and Scarborough.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

Kip Burke of the News Reporter was the only visitor present.

On motion by R. Armour, second by Scarborough, council approved 3 to 0 to approve the meeting agenda as presented.

Change Order – Pittman Construction Company:  City Administrator Bailey requested approval of a change order to the Pittman Construction Company contract for Kendal and Max Drive, adding a portion of W. Sheraton and Glen Street.  Total increase with change order is $3596.00.  On motion by T. Armour, second by Scarborough, council approved change order 3 to 0.

Inter-governmental Agreement – Building Inspection:  City Administrator Bailey requested approval of an inter-governmental agreement with Wilkes County to provide for building inspection of construction in the county.  Contract would be for $1,000 per month plus $1200 for education and training for a one year contract.  On motion by R. Armour, second by T. Armour, council approved agreement 3 to 0.

After Hours Dispatch Services:  City Administrator Bailey requested approval of a contract with Interactive Utility Communications to provide after hour dispatch services.  This company was located through connections with ECG and would operate through our hyper-web system.  Contract would be $12,000 per year with a one-time set up fee of $3,700.  It was noted that this is under the budgeted amount of $20,000.  On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved 3 to 0.

Norman Street Warehouse Removal:  City Administrator Bailey requested approval of a contract with Lynn Jenkins for the removal of a vacated warehouse building on Norman Street.  The contract would be for $65,000 to take down existing building, a credit of some $21,000 for old metal and would further approve funds up to $50,000 for Lynn Jenkins to erect a new metal warehouse building on city property on Norman Street.  On motion by T. Armour, second by R. Armour, council approved contract 3 to 0.

On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved 3 to 0 an additional contract in the amount of $4400 for the removal of asbestos at 105 Norman Street.

Resolution 2014 CHIP:  City Administrator Bailey requested approved of a resolution approving the policies and procedures for a 2014 CHIP Home Homebuyer Assistance grant.  On motion by R. Armour, second by T. Armour, council approved resolution 3 to 0.  A copy of the resolution is on file in the minute file in the Office of the City Clerk.

City Ordinance Chapter 2, Article II, Section 2-69:  On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved 3 to 0 a resolution amending City Ordinance Chapter 2, Article II, Section 2-69.  Resolution follows:
AMENDMENT TO THE CODE OF THE CITY OF WASHINGTON, CHAPTER 2, ARTICLE II, SECTION 2-69(11), REGARDING POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR
WHEREAS, Chapter 2, Article II, Section 2-69(11) of the Code of the City of Washington currently reads as follows:
	(11) All formal contract to which the city is a party shall be executed on behalf of the city by the City Administrator and attested by the City Clerk, after an approving resolution of Mayor and Council.
And
WHEREAS, the City Council desires to amend the aforementioned ordinance to assist the city administrator in executing the desires of the City Council.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council that section of the Code of Ordinances, City of Washington, Georgia, is hereby amended to read as follows:
	Chapter 2, Article II, Section 2-69(6) of the Code of the City of Washington will read as follows:
	(11) All formal contracts to which the city is a party shall be executed on behalf of the city by the city administrator and attested by the city clerk, after an approving resolution of the mayor and council.  When carrying out the expenditures of monies already approved by city council during the annual approval process of the City budget, the city administrator may enter into contracts without seeking an additional approval of mayor and council.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that this Ordinances shall take effect upon its adoption by the City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia.
Duly adopted and ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, this 22nd day of June, 2015.

On motion by T. Armour, second by R. Armour, council approved 3 to 0 to re-convene in open session.

City Attorney Fleming gave report that one personnel matter and one legal was matter discussed in executive session, with no final action taken.

On motion by R. Armour, second by Scarborough, council approved 3 to 0 to have Mayor Barnett sign an executive session affidavit.
