



















































CALLED MEETING
JULY 11, 2014

The Fire and Water/Sewer Committees of the City of Washington, Georgia, met on July 11, 2014, in the Council Chambers of City Hall to receive information on water tank levels during early morning hours.

Present were City Administrator Bailey, Council members R. Armour, Cullars, Scarborough and Tutt.  Also present were City Clerk Danner, Fire Chief Rogers and Greg Fanning of OMI.

Fire Chief Rogers reported on concern with low water tank levels between 2 and 6 AM.  In the event of a large fire, Chief Rogers was concerned that water levels would drop drastically.  

There have been some issues found with monitoring equipment on water tanks being installed backwards.  These problems have been found and corrected.

OMI will address hours of operation of the plants to have more water readily available.
