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The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held a called meeting on Wednesday, October 17, 2018, beginning at 4 PM in the Council Chambers of City Hall to discuss 2019 employee health insurance.  Mayor Pro Tem Mahoney presided.

Present were council members Armour, Armour, Mahoney, Scarborough and Tutt.  Council member Cullars and Mayor Barnett were not present.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey and City Clerk Danner.

Visitor present was newspaper editor Sparky Newsome.

Council reviewed information distributed about three plans to offer to employees for 2019 health coverage.  It was noted that by changing the current dental and vision plans from Humana to Blue Cross Blue Shield will save the city some 4% in premiums.  

 Council discussed possible scenarios including having employees participate in coverage premiums, instituting a tobacco free policy and starting a wellness program.

On motion by Tutt, second by R. Armour, council approved 4 to 1 to cover 100% of employee health premiums for the base plan in lieu of employee raises for 2019 and to look into instituting a wellness program.  The city will also offer a HRA account for the last $3000 of deductible and further offer the FSA pretax account.  Council member T. Armour voted against the motion.
