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The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held a Called Meeting on Thursday, October 18, 2018, to discuss the Service Delivery Strategy.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were:  Mayor Barnett and council members T. Armour, Cullars, Mahoney and Scarborough.  Council members Tutt and R. Armour were absent.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner, City Attorney Fleming, Wesley Corbitt and Raymond Dickey.

Mr. Corbitt and Mr. Dickey reviewed with council the current Service Delivery agreement and the ways in which the citizens of Washington are being double taxed.  They also reviewed the way in which insurance premium tax should be applied to county tax billing.

It was noted that the Service Delivery agreement must be approved and submitted to the State prior to the June 30, 2019 deadline in order to retain eligibility for grants.  In the past the Regional Commission has moderated these meetings between the county and cities.

It was generally agreed, to attempt to set up a meeting with the county and other cities to begin negotiations on the agreement.

On motion by Mahoney, second by Scarborough, council approved 4 to 0 adjournment at 10:01 AM.
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
