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COMMITTEE MEETINGS
OCTOBER 13, 2017

Council Committees of the Washington City Council met on Friday, October 13, 2017, in the Council Chambers of City Hall to discuss development of the 2018 budget.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

HISTORIC PROPERTIES – 1:00 PM:  Present were Mayor Barnett, Council members T. Armour and Rainey, City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and Museum Coordinator Stephanie Macchia.

City Administrator Bailey advised that the 2018 is projected to be some $1025 more than the 2016 budget.  There is some $1500 budgeted for a storage building, a projected $1200 increase in revenues based on attendance and a $.25 per hour increase in salary.

Mrs. Macchia advised that the Historical Foundation has pledged some $5000 for work on the old doctor’s building.

Bailey advised that there had been some 30 applicants for the Callaway plantation position.  Bailey also discussed with the committee about perhaps having a Director of Historic Properties position to oversee all museums and the camp sites.

CODE ENFORCEMENT – 1:30 PM – Present were Mayor Barnett, Council members T. Armour and Rainey.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner, Code Enforcement Officer Jenkins and Building Official Toto.

City Administrator Bailey advised that the proposed budget does include a $.25 per hour increase for personnel. 

There was discussion about raising the fee for a hearing before the Planning Commission from $100 to $150.  It was discussed that if an applicant had more than one adjoining parcels then the fee would be just the $150 and not a separate fee for each.
