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FIRE COMMITTEE MEETING

The Fire Committee of the Washington City Council met on Monday, December 4, 2017, at 12 Noon to review the plans for the Fire Department living quarters rehab.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Representatives presented the demo plans, the first floor plans and the second floor (living quarters) plans.  It was also noted that the doors on the front of the truck bays will be made higher to accommodate the new ladder truck.

These plans will go to the attorneys for review and then will be put out for bid.
