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The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, June 12, 2017, beginning at 5:30 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett and council members Armour, Armour, Mahoney, Rainey and Scarborough.  Council member Tutt joined the meeting at 5:43 PM.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

Mayor Barnett advised that he would seek approval of his nominations of Betsy Wagner to replace Kathryn Anderson on the Mary Willis Library Board; John Singleton to the Historic Preservation Commission; and Charles Wagner and Christine Shank to the Housing Authority Board.

Mayor Barnett also advised that he would recognize the WW Tiger Girls track team on the state championship.

Mayor Barnett advised that work continues on the preliminary plans for the fire station and the public works shop building.  Final numbers will be brought back to council for approval.

City Administrator Bailey advised that she will seek approval of a Resolution for a 2018 CHIP Grant application to partner with Hands on Washington for re-hab and new construction of homes.

Bailey will also seek approval of 2016 Final Budget Amendments as submitted in council packets for final audit submission to the state by the June 30, 2017 deadline.  The auditors will present audit to council at the August meeting.

Bailey will also seek approval of 2017 Budget Amendment to replace the Code Enforcement Explorer.

Bailey will seek approval for road closures on July 1 for an event on Lincoln Circle and July 25 for the Mary Willis Library summer reading event.  Bailey also reminded those present of the July 4th Walking parade.

City Attorney Fleming reviewed with council the proposed sign ordinance which is based on the GMA model ordinance.  These ordinance changes were also requested by local merchants.

Council member Scarborough reviewed with council a 5 Year Plan from the Parks & Recreation Board.  Scarborough also advised that the Board has discussed seeking possible grants and fund raising events.

Council member Mahoney asked the attorney about the tabled motion from the May meeting concerning the proposed air conditioner for the Parks & Recreation gym.  After discussion, council generally concurred in sending a letter to the county seeking their support of one half of the cost of the air conditioner and related electrical panel.
