




















PUBLIC HEARING
MAY 13, 2013

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, conducted a Public Hearing on May 13, 2013, at 5:45 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center to consider a resolution to continue the current Southwest Washington Urban Redevelopment Plan.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett, council member Armour, Harris, Rainey, Scarborough and Tutt.  Council member Cullars was not present.  Also present were City Administrator Eskew, City Clerk Danner, City Attorney Fleming, Police Chief Glenn and Economic Development Director Jenkins.

Visitors present are listed in the work session held on same date.

David Jenkins advised that this would be a continuation of the SWWURP started five years ago and that this plan should be the last needed to continue abatements, promote city-wide housing, support and promote tourism in the Whitehall Street area and develop plans for the Gordon Street school property.

Council member Armour questioned if this plan would require addition city funds.  Jenkins advised that 100% grants are always sought, but that some grants might require approval of some in-kind funds.  There is nothing in adopting the SWWURP II Resolution that would obligate city funds.

It was noted that all work on the SWWURP done by Christian Lentz of the CSRA RDC has been accomplished with state funds.

There were no citizen comments.
