







PUBLIC HEARING/CALLED MEETING
MAY 30, 2014

The Mayor and City Council met on Friday, May 30, 2014, at 2:30 PM in the Council Chambers of City Hall for the purpose of considering a distilled spirits pouring application and interview of a City Administrator applicant.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were:  Mayor Barnett, council members Armour, Armour, Cullars, Scarborough and Tutt.  Council member Rainey joined the meeting by telephone.  Also present were City Administrator Crawford, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

Visitors present were:  M.V. Booker, Robbie Ross of WLOV Radio, Kip Burke of the News Reporter, Channel 12 news and Sherri Bailey.

CCS Residential LLC:  On motion by Cullars, second by Tutt, council voted 5 to 1 to approve a distilled spirits pouring license for CCS Residential LLC, operating at 146 Washington Plaza.  Council member Travis Armour voted against the motion.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  On motion by Scarborough, second by R Armour, council voted 3-3-1 to enter into executive session to interview Sherri Bailey for the City Administrator position.  Voting against the motion were council members Cullars, Rainey and Tutt.

Council re-entered open session at 3:50 PM.

City Attorney Fleming gave report that four personnel items were discussed in executive session with no final action being taken.

On motion by Scarborough, second by T Armour, council voted 5 to 1 to have Mayor Barnett sign an executive session affidavit.

On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved 4 to 2 to employ Sherri Bailey as City Administrator effective June 16, 2014, at a starting salary of $63,000.00.  Voting against the motion were Council members Cullars and Rainey.  Council members Tutt and Rainey stated that they support Mrs. Bailey  but were opposed to the starting salary.

On motion by Scarborough, second by T Armour, to have the City Attorney and Mayor negotiate a new contract with Mr. Crawford for a period from June 16 to July regular meeting date.  Council voted 3-3-1.  Voting against the motion were council members Cullars, Rainey and Tutt.  Mayor Barnett voted for the motion breaking the tie vote.

ADJOURNMENT:  On motion by Scarborough, second by R Armour, council approved adjournment at 3:55 PM with a 3-3-1 vote.  Voting against the motion were council members Cullars, Rainey and Tutt.  Mayor Barnett voted for the motion breaking the tie vote.
