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PUBLIC HEARING
ZONING CHANGE REQUEST

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held a Public Hearing on Monday, November 13, 2017, beginning at 5:45 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center to consider a Zoning Request Change on property located at 414 Jackson Street.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Building Official Toto explained that the property owner has requested a zoning change from R-3 to R-3A on property located at 414 Jackson Street.  A change to R-3A will allow the property owner to move and replace mobile homes on this property without a public hearing.  The Planning Commission has reviewed this request and recommends that the city not allow this change.

In an R-3 District, mobile homes are allowed as a “Conditional Use”.  In an R-3A District, mobile homes are allowed as a permitted use.  

The fee for the Public Hearing on a “Conditional Use” permit is $150, but it was noted that the property owned could request “conditional use” of multiple mobile homes on the property under the same fee.

On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved 6 to 0 to uphold the recommendation of the Planning Commission and retain the R-3 district designation.
