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The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, conducted a Public Hearing to receive citizen input on the proposed 2019 City Budget beginning at 4:30 PM in the Council Chambers of City Hall.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett and Council member Scarborough.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey and City Clerk Danner.  

Visitors present were Charles Jackson and Jeanelle Ashmore.

Visitors both stated that they had no questions or comments.  Mr. Jackson did ask about employee raises being offset by insurance coverage.

Mayor Barnett highlighted proposed budget items:  6% cut across all department where feasible; power consumption is down; proposed electric rate increase of some 1.85% to offset previous electric cuts for Berry Plastics; workers compensation is up some $30,000 and MEAG final budget amount is up some $2009.
