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PUBLIC MEETING – REDISTRICTING
MARCH 12, 2012

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held a Public Meeting on Monday, March 12, 2012, at 5:30 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center for the purpose of informing citizens of proposed changes to the voting district maps for the City of Washington.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.
Visitors present were the same as listed in the Work Session held on March 12, 2012.
City Administrator Eskew outlined the requirement for cities to review and make changes to their voting district maps after each federal census.  After the 2010 census, the current maps for the City of Washington showed some 7.9% variance in population between the city’s two voting districts.
City Administrator Eskew, City Attorney Fleming and council members Cullars and Rainey met with state re-districting office and outlined proposed changes.  After these proposed changes the percent of variance will change to 1.45%.
Council members were concerned those residents of the Baltimore area were not in attendance at this meeting and that these proposed changes will directly affect this community.  Another meeting was scheduled for Thursday, March 15, 2012, 6 PM at the New Saints CME Church located at 515 Baltimore Road.
