REGULAR MEETING
NOVEMBER 14, 2011

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, November 14, 2011, 6 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center.  Mayor W.E. Burns presided.

The meeting was opened in prayer by Attorney Fleming followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
MINUTES APPROVED
On motion by Pope, second by Tutt, council approved 6 to 0 the minutes of the regular meeting held October 10, 2011, a Public Hearing held October 24, 2011, a work session held October 31, 2011, and a called meeting held November 7, 2011.
CHAMBER OF COMMERCE – JENNY CLARKE
Mrs. Clarke advised that 2012 membership packages will go in the mail soon.  Upcoming events include Candlelight Shopping/snow/Santa on November 22; and, on December 10 a lighted Christmas parade, candlelight shopping, Christmas Tour and snowing on the downtown square.
DAVID TOBUREN – CHAMBER PRESENTATION
Mr. Toburen thanked council for their support of chamber sponsored events.  Toburen advised that a committee has been established to seek resolution of Mule Day traffic concerns.  
Mr. Toburen, on behalf of the Chamber, presented to council a check in the amount of $500 as a contribution to help offset city expenses in preparation for Mule Day events.
Mr. Toburen also advised that God’s Market Place had assisted some 238 families during October 2011.
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT
Chief Glenn presented the monthly report and advised that monetary and toy donations are being accepted through December 19th for the annual Toys for Tots campaign.
MAIN STREET/ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT – DAVID JENKINS
Main Street Director David Jenkins requested council approval of a resolution granting authorization to submit a CHIP grant application.  On motion by Cullars, second by Tutt, council approved resolution 6 to 0.   Resolution follows:
WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Washington recognizes that the filing of a Community HOME Investment Program (CHIP) application to the Georgia Department of Community Affairs (DCA); and
WHEREAS, the completed application will request up to $300,000.00 in CHIP funds for the rehabilitation of two (2) owner-occupied houses and down payment assistance for (5) five houses; and,
WHEREAS, the program will target low-to-moderate individuals below 80% of the area median income as required by federal law; and
WHEREAS, the home improvements and new home construction will enhance the property tax base of the City of Washington; and
WHEREAS, the home improvements and new home construction will provide the opportunity for energy savings to project beneficiaries; and
WHEREAS, the home improvements and new home construction will improve the overall housing stock of the City of Washington.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington do hereby authorize the filing of a 2012 CHIP APPLICATION to the Georgia Department of Community Affairs, before the deadline of December 15, 2011.  Said application shall include all understandings and assurances as required by law.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Washington City Council directs and authorizes the Mayor of the City of Washington to submit the application, and to provide such additional information as may be required.
Adopted this 14th day of November, 2011.
Mr. Jenkins requested that council approve modification to the GEFA Rebate Program to include health and safety issues.  On motion by Cullars, second by Rainey, council approved 6 to 0 GEFA Rebate Program modifications.
COUNCIL REPORTS:
BARNETT:  Council member Barnett apologized to council in response to an Ethics violation filed against him for interrupting when another council member was speaking.
TUTT:  Council member Tutt thanked the Washington Post for good media coverage and for a different perspective on Washington, Georgia.
Council member Tutt also thanked Mayor Burns for a “Job well done”.
HARRIS:  Council member Harris reminded those present of a Chamber After Hours on November 15, 2011 at the Christmas Store.
Harris thanked city workers for prompt cleanup of Rest Haven Cemetery and City West Cemetery.  Harris also mentioned the development of a landscaping and improvement plan for the cemeteries.
Harris advised that he has completed the Economic Development class and that David Jenkins is highly respected at the state level of economic development.
Harris stated that he thought a recent editorial in the News Reporter concerning One Washington was very appropriate.
RAINEY:  Council member Rainey thanked Mr. Toburen and God’s Market Place for providing a much needed service to the citizens.
Rainey reminded those present of the Energy Assistance application program to be held on November 17 and 18.  Rainey further advised that she would seek approval of $50,000 to be added to the 2012 city budget to help with energy assistance for citizens.
Rainey reminded council of her challenge for council members to support the Police department’s Toys for Tots Christmas program.
CULLARS:  Council member Cullars made a motion that the city contribute $500 to support the Police Department’s Toys for Tots Christmas program, second by Rainey, council approved 6 to 0.
Cullars also asked the status of the Austin Dabney-Black Patriots Memorial.
Cullars advised council that he would seek approval of $250,000 to be added to the 2012 city budget for addition of a water park feature at the city pool site.
CITY ADMINISTRATOR UPDATES
City Administrator Eskew sought council approval of recommendations from Mayor Burns for appointments to the Parks & Recreation Board and the Senior Citizens Board.  On motion by Cullars, second by Tutt, council approved 6 to 0 appointment of Greg Wilkinson to the Parks & Recreation Board to replace Michelle White and Clifford Jones to the Senior Citizens Board to replace Maceo Mahoney.

2011 BUDGET ADJUSTMENTS:
