WORK SESSION 
JANUARY 12, 2015

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their monthly work session on Monday, January 12, 2015, beginning at 5 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were:  Mayor Barnett, council members Armour, Armour, Rainey, Scarborough and council member Tutt joined the meeting at 5:07 PM.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and Adam Nelson with Fleming and Nelson.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:  	City Administrator Bailey reviewed with council the proposed Solar Power Contract which is required by state law.  At this time there are no customers with solar power, however, the National Guard is in the process of installing solar power.

Administrator Bailey presented to council an addendum to the personnel manual, as requested by the Electric Superintendent that will require all new hires within the electric, water and sewer departments to live within 15 miles of the city limits.  This will speed up response time for on call matters.

Administrator Bailey reviewed with council a proposed addition to city ordinance Section 2, regarding the preparation of meeting agendas.

MAIN STREET-JOE WILLIS:  Main Street Director Joe Willis advised council that use of square dates for February 14 (Revolutionary Days) and February 21 (Key Club District rally) will be presented during the regular meeting.

MAYOR BARNETT:  Mayor Barnett advised that he would seek approval during the regular meeting of city attorneys, Fleming and Nelson, and of Municipal Court Judge Edward Anderson.  Mayor Barnett also reviewed his appointments of city council committees.

CITY CLERK:  City Clerk Danner advised that a Temporary Pouring license application had been received from the Wilkes County Humane Shelter, a 501C3, for an event to be held on January 30, 2015, at the Livery on Court Street to benefit the Animal Shelter.  This application was received on January 2, 2015.

 City Clerk Danner also advised that during the regular meeting of council the Qualifying Fees for 2015 Municipal Elections would be set, along appointing the Probate Judge as the Election Superintendent and the Registrar’s office to handle absentee and early voting matter.  Qualifying fees shall be $108 for council members and $216 for the office of mayor.

TUTT:  Council member Tutt asked questions about the proposed ordinance change to Section 2 dealing with meeting agendas.

Tutt also questioned the status of invoices due to Stevenson & Palmer Engineering and the review of the OMI contract and possible savings.

RAINEY:  Council member Rainey asked the status of reports requested from the Sheriff’s Department.  She was advised that procedures are being developed to capture this information for future reports.  Rainey also requested monthly reports from the Chamber and Economic Development.

Rainey also reported that traffic stop fines, made within the city limits, are still going to the county.
