SEPTEMBER 9, 2019

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly Work Session on Monday, September 9, 2019, beginning at 3:00 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett and Council members Armour, Armour, Cullars, Mahoney and Scarborough.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

ATTORNEY’S COMMENTS:  City Attorney Fleming reviewed with council a proposed Planned Unit Development ordinance, which will allow mix use development with its district.  All plans must be presented to council for final approval.

Attorney Fleming also reviewed with council a proposed Resolution to call for a question to be added to the November 5, 2019, ballot extending the brunch bill serving hours from 12:30 PM until midnight to 11:00 AM until midnight.

Attorney Fleming also presented to council a resolution to call for a Special Election to fill the un-expired term of District 1 Council member Tutt, who qualified to run for mayor.

Attorney Fleming further reviewed with council, as a second reading, a proposed charter change limiting yearly travel attendance to one meeting with the exception of required training for newly elected officials.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR COMMENTS:  City Administrator Bailey advised council of requests for use of city property:  1) Alumni Association, 9/20/19 – tailgate event at Ashley Park; 2) WW Tiger Homecoming Parade on 9-19-19; and, 3) Candlelight Vigil for Victims of Gun Violence on the square on 10-10-19.

Bailey also reviewed two proposed Small Cell Tower contracts as prepared by ECG for Verizon and Cingular.  Requests will come back to council for approval of pole attachments and/or use of water towers.

Bailey advised that Bids were opened on Thursday, September 5, 2019, for the demolition of the Gordon Street School wings.  Chaplin & Sons Grading and Demolition from Augusta were apparent low bidders coming in some $84,000 below bid estimate which will allow for those funds to be used to close up the wing entrances.

MAYOR’S COMMENTS:  Mayor Barnett advised that work will begin this month on proposed 2020 budget with final approval at the December council meeting.
