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SEPTEMBER 14, 2015

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly  work session on Monday, September 14, 2015, beginning at 5 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett and Council members Armour, Armour, Cullars, Rainey and Scarborough.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

Mayor Barnett advised that during the regular meeting, he would seek approval of the appointment of Tommy Davis to the DDA Board.

City Administrator Bailey advised that she would ask to add to the regular meeting agenda two items; a contract thru MEAG to sell excess power to Barnesville and Buford for the three year period 2016-2018; and a contract with the CSRA RC to administer the 2014 CDBG for sewer projects.

City Administrator Bailey will seek approval of an updated Solar Power rate recommended by ECG with a tiered rate charge which will help the utility customer.

City Administrator Bailey will seek approval of a ECG Resolution naming the City Administrator and City Clerk  as the Authorized Official and Delegate in communicating with ECG.  This resolution reflects a change from names to positions.

City Administrator Bailey will seek approval of a Proclamation naming October 23-31 as Red Ribbon Week which promotes drug free schools and communities.

City Administrator Bailey will seek approval of a resolution naming the URA as developer for the 2014 HOME grant.  This grant will fund the building of some four houses on Rusher Street.

City Attorney Fleming reviewed a proposed ordinance change that was discussed and tabled last month requiring new subject matter on ordinances to be presented at two meetings before adoption by council.

Mayor Barnett updated those present on the Fire Chief’s progress in searching for a new fire truck to be paid for through an approved grant.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  On motion by Rainey, second by Cullars, council approved 5 to 0 to enter into an executive session from the regular meeting agenda at 5:27 PM.  It was noted that Council member Tutt will be available for the executive session.

On motion by T. Armour, second by R. Armour, council approved 6 to 0 to re-convene in open meeting at 5:56 PM.

City Attorney Fleming gave report that one personnel matter was discussed in Executive Session with no final action being taken.

On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved 6 to 0 to have Mayor Barnett sign an executive session affidavit.
