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The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly Work Session on Monday, December 10, 2018, beginning at 3 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett and Council members Armour, Armour, Cullars, Mahoney, Scarborough and Tutt.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Nelson.

Visitors present were Charles Jackson, Judy Anderson, Loretta Fanning, Annie R. Wilkinson, Penny Warren, Jeanelle Ashmore, Kendra Dill, Bill DeGolian and Sparky Newsome of the News Reporter.

Mayor Barnett advised that he will ask for the approval of appointment of Bill DeGolian to the DDA Board to replace Debbie Jackson.  Council member Cullars asked about minority members on this board and further asked about the appointment of M.V. Booker to this board.  Council member Tutt asked that other longtime business owners downtown be considered.

City Administrator Bailey reminded council that the proposed 2019 budget will be voted on during the regular meeting.  The budget is some $21,940,135.00 including depreciation.

Bailey also reported requests for use of the square on February 9, 2019 by the SAR from 8 AM until 12:30 Pm, noting that this event will not close the square.

Bailey reported a request for the annual MLK Jr. Parade on January 21, 2019, beginning at Noon on Whitehall Street and going behind the Courthouse.

Bailey also reminded those present of the Christmas Parade of Lights on December 16, 2018 at 6 PM.

Council member Scarborough asked that during budget approval at the regular meeting, that consideration be given to adding the 6% that was cut from the Parks and Recreation budget back into the 2019 budget.

City Attorney Nelson reported that one legal matter was discussed, with no final action taken.

On motion by Scarborough, second by T. Armour, council approved 6 to 0 to have Mayor Barnett sign an executive session affidavit.
