JUNE 10, 2019

The Mayor and City Council held an Appeal Hearing on a Historic Preservation Commission decision concerning property located at 212 E Liberty Street owned by George and Janine Curry.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett and council members Armour, Armour, Cullars and Scarborough.  Council members Mahoney and Tutt were not present.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

Visitors included Janine Curry, George Curry, Leigha Jones, Ellie Nicholson, Carol Cartledge, Debra Denard, David Denard, Katherine Gregory, Kendra Dill, Judy Anderson, Carrie Gresham, Loretta Fanning, Blake Thompson, Sharon Jones, Jeanelle Ashmore, Bill De Golian, Alvin Jones, Charles Jackson and Sparky Newsome of the News Reporter.

Mr. and Mrs. Curry filed an appeal of the Historic Preservation Commission ruling because the odd size windows in the home meant that all wood windows (as required) would be price prohibitive.  In recent years vinyl windows have been made to look like wood and are affordable.  The Curry’s intent is not to change to appearance of the outside of their home.

On motion by T. Armour, second by Scarborough, council voted 3 to 1 to have the Historic Preservation Commission look again at the Curry’s request to consider higher end architectural vinyl replacement windows.  Council member Cullars voted against the motion.
