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CALLED MEETING
APRIL 27, 2012
The Mayor and City Council held a called meeting on Friday, April 27, 2012, at 4 PM in the Council Chambers of City Hall to handle a beer and wine license application and award of the RFP for operation of the city’s water and wastewater facilities.  Mayor Barnett presided.
Present were:  Mayor Barnett, council members Armour, Cullars, Harris, Rainey and Scarborough.  Council member Tutt was not present due to work related issues.  Also present were City Administrator Eskew, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.
Visitors present were Roch Raiford, Gary Wood and Kip Burke of the News Reporter.
UPSCALE COMMUNITY CENTER – BEER & WINE LICENSE
City Clerk Danner asked for approval of a beer and wine pouring license application received from Vernon Anthony for a business operating as Upscale Community Center located at 154B Whitehall Street.  Danner further advised that Mr. Anthony owed some $8500.00 in delinquent city taxes and asked that license be granted contingent upon a signed agreement to pay taxes in twelve monthly installments.
On motion by Cullars, second by Rainey, council approved 5 to 0 to approve license with no requirement for an agreement to pay taxes, but to advise Mr. Anthony of outstanding debt. 
WATER/WASTEWATER PLANT OPERATION CONTRACT	
A committee consisting of Mayor Barnett, City Administrator Eskew, City Attorney Fleming, Council members Rainey and Scarborough and City Engineer Charles Welch reviewed RFPs received for the operation of the city’s water and wastewater treatment facilities.
The Committee is making the recommendation to award contract for operation of the water and wastewater treatment facilities to OMI.  Contract highlights are:  contract start date of January 2012, this is considered a new contract; length of contract is 7 years; a 120 day convenience clause will begin in May 2014; John Scott will remain Project Manager for the duration of the contract and current  all employees retained; and, in years where an agreement on contract pricing cannot be reached the default shall be $.95% of the CPI.
On motion by Cullars, second by Scarborough, council approved contract 5 to 0.
