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JUNE 26, 2019


The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held a Called Meeting on Wednesday, June 26, 2019, at 4:30 PM in the Council Chambers of City Hall to approve a Resolution adopting the Wilkes County Joint Comprehensive Plan and to consider a Resolution authorizing the application of the grant to restore columns at Callaway Plantation.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett, council members Armour, Armour and Cullars.  Council member Mahoney joined the meeting at 4:35 PM and council member Scarborough joined the meeting by phone.  Council member Tutt was not present.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

City Administrator Bailey requested council approval of the 2020-2024 Wilkes County Joint Comprehensive Plan.  It was noted that work on the Comprehensive Plan had been ongoing for several months with meetings with the Wilkes County Commission Chairman and other city officials of Wilkes County.  Bailey also noted that she had sent to full plan by email to each elected official.  A hard copy, if desired, will be put into the council mail slots.

On motion by R. Armour, second by T. Armour, council voted 3 to 1 to approve the Resolution adopted the Comprehensive Plan.  Council member Cullars voted against the motion.  Resolution follows:

WHEREAS, the Washington City Council, the governing authority of the City of Washington, Georgia in conjunction with Wilkes County, Georgia, the Town of Rayle, Georgia, and the Town of Tignall, Georgia has prepared the Wilkes County Joint Comprehensive Plan: 2020-2024 to replace their prior joint comprehensive plan and,
WHEREAS, the Wilkes County Joint Comprehensive Plan: 2020-2024 was prepared in accordance with the Rules and Procedures of the Georgia Department of Community Affairs; and,
WHEREAS, the Wilkes County Joint Comprehensive Plan: 2020-2024 has been reviewed by the Central Savannah River Area Regional Commission and the Georgia Department of Community Affairs and found to be in compliance with the minimum “Standards and Procedures for Local Comprehensive Planning;”
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Washington City Council that the Wilkes County Joint Comprehensive Plan 2020-2024: is hereby adopted and that a copy of this resolution shall be submitted to the Central Savannah River Area Regional Commission.

City Administrator Bailey requested council approval to submit a grant application to the GA Department of Natural Resources, Historic Preservation Commission for restoration of columns at Callaway Plantation.  If approved the grant would be for $17,500 with a cash match of $7,000.  The $7,000 matching funds will be taken from the Callaway Cash account which currently has some $48,000 balance.
On motion by T. Armour, second by R. Armour, council approved resolution 4 to 1, with council member Cullars voting against the motion.  Resolution follows:

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A GRANT APPLICATION TO THE GEORGIA DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES, HISTORIC PRESERVATION DIVISION, FOR RESTORATION OF COLUMNS AT CALLAWAY PLANTATION.

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, owns and operates the historic Callaway Plantation located at 2160 Lexington Road, Washington, Georgia; and,

WHEREAS, Callaway Plantation is on the list of National Historic Places; and,

WHEREAS, from time to time repair and maintenance work must be done to preserve our historic treasures,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, hereby authorizes a grant application of $17,500 be made to the Georgia Department of Natural Resources, Historic Preservation Division; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, does hereby commit to a cash match of $7,000 from the Callaway Plantation Cash Account.
