















































[bookmark: _GoBack]CALLED MEETING/PUBLIC HEARING
SEPTEMBER 20, 2019

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held a Called Meeting/Public Hearing on Friday, September 20, 2019, beginning at 8 AM in the Council Chambers of City Hall for the purpose of receiving citizen input on the proposed 2019 Tax Millage Rate and setting of the millage rate.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett and council members Armour, Armour, Cullars, Mahoney and Scarborough.  Also present was City Administrator Bailey.  City Clerk Danner was on vacation.

Also present were Walter West of ECG, Matthew Hartley of Verizon Wireless, Sam Nunn, C.J. Gilland and Sparky Newsome of the News Reporter.

AGENDA APPROVAL:  City Administrator Bailey requested that council add to the agenda the Red Roof Lift Station bid to the agenda.  Council unanimously approved agenda with addition.

Bailey explained that the bid recommendation was received from City Engineers late afternoon on September 19, 2019.  Carter and Sloope’s recommendation was to go with bid received from Goforth Williamson for Grundfos pumps in the amount of $41902.00.  It was noted that this is not the lowest bid, but reliability of company and pumps were a deciding factor.  It was also noted that because Burt Lumber Company is coming online, they have agreed to pay ½ cost of equipment.

On motion by Scarborough, second by T. Armour, council approved recommendation 5 to 0.

2019 TAX MILLAGE RATE:  There was no citizen comment on the proposed tax millage rate.  City Administrator Bailey reminded council that estimated revenue on the proposed 8.874 mils was some $765,897.89 which is an increase over last year of some $9764.38.  On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved the 2019 tax millage at 8.874 mils 3 to 2.  Council members Cullars and Mahoney voted against the motion.

ADJOURNMENT:  On motion by T. Armour, second by Scarborough, council approved meeting adjournment.

Walter West and Matthew Hartley were on hand to discuss the Small Cell Tower agreements approved by council at the Regular meeting held on September 9, 2019.
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
