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ETHIC COMMITTEE 
APRIL 16, 2012
The Ethics Committee of the Washington City Council met on Monday, April 16, 2012, at 4 PM in the Council Chambers of City Hall to handle two charges brought against Mayor Barnett by Council member Cullars.  The Committee was appointed by Mayor Pro Tem Harris.  The Ethics Committee members were Council members Armour, Rainey and Scarborough and City Attorney Fleming.  Council member Rainey acted as Committee Chairperson.
The committee declined to forward the matters to a full hearing before council, but did pass two motions on a 2 to 1 vote, with council member Rainey voting against the motions.
Motions were:  1) that the City Administrator pay for the names plates obtained by Mayor Barnett for each council member such that they become City property; and, 2) that it is their opinion that if and when any future ethics complaints be filed or delivered that there be no comments on their merits by Council or Mayor but that the complaint be assigned to a committee as laid out by the ordinances and simply allow that committee to act on its content.
Chairperson Rainey was authorized to sign an executive session affidavit.
