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PUBLIC HEARING/CALLED MEETING
NOVEMBER 1, 2013

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held a Public Hearing/Called Meeting on Friday, November 1, 2013, beginning at 10 AM in the Council Chambers of City Hall to set the 2013 Tax Millage rate; approve 2014 employee health insurance options and address an alcohol license issue.  Mayor Pro Tem Tutt presided.

Present were:  Council members Armour, Cullars, Harris, Scarborough and Tutt.  Also present were City Administrator Eskew, City Clerk Danner, City Attorney Fleming, City Financial Coordinator Bailey and Police Chief Glenn.  Mayor Barnett participated in the meeting by phone.

There were no visitors present.

2013 TAX MILLAGE RATE APPROVED:  On motion by Harris, second by Scarborough, council approved 4 to 1 setting the 2013 tax millage rate at 9.141 mils.  Voting against the motion was council member Cullars.

2014 EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE OPTIONS:  On motion by Harris, second by Cullars, council approved 5 to 0 offering three health insurance options with the city funding for the employee only premium the POS 80/60/$750 plan.  This will reduce the amount the city is currently paying for employee health insurance by some $6,000.00 in 2014.  The plans to be offered are:  HMO 90%; POS 80/60-$500 and POS 80/60-$750.  

LUCKY DAY CAFÉ ALCOHOL LICENSE:  Police Chief Glenn presented to council some issues with a business operating as Lucky Day Café.  Glenn advised that ATF had cited the business with selling distilled spirits without a license; security is not enough for the large crowds that gather at the business; the number of people inside the building exceeds the State Fire Marshal limits and a recent shooting at the business.

After discussion, council member Cullars made a motion to immediately revoke their alcohol license for a six month period; send letter advising of revocation; need for approved security; control numbers and loitering issues, second by Tutt, council approved these measures 5 to 0.
