











































PUBLIC HEARING
NOVEMBER 25, 2014

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, conducted a Public Hearing on Tuesday, November 25, 2014, beginning at 3 PM in the Council Chambers of City Hall to receive citizen input on the proposed 2015 City Budget.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were  Mayor Barnett and council members Armour, Armour and Scarborough.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

Visitors present were Charles Wagner, Sim Dill and Kip Burke of the News Reporter.

City Administrator Bailey reviewed highlights of the proposed budget:  no electric rate increase; no water and sewer rate increase; removal of the water surcharge; fully depreciation.  Bailey also advised that a possible combining of the Planning & Zoning and Properties budgets may take place in 2015.  

Bailey discussed with council current monthly retainer fee for Municipal Court Judge Anderson.

Mr. Wagner advised that he had reviewed the budget as proposed and thought it was a good plan.  Wagner did request that the city continue to support historical properties and education efforts.
