JANUARY 11, 2016

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, January 11, 2016 beginning at 6 PM at the Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett and Council members Armour, Armour, Rainey and Scarborough.  Council member Tutt was not present.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

Visitors present are listed in the minutes of the Work Session held on January 11, 2016.

City Attorney Fleming opened the meeting in prayer followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES APPROVED:  On motion by T. Armour, second by R. Armour, council approved 4 to 0 the minutes of the Work Session and Regular meeting held on December 14, 2015.

SWEAR IN OF ELECTED OFFICIALS:  City Attorney Fleming administered the Oath of Office to Mayor Barnett and Council members Travis Armour, Maceo Mahoney and Mike Scarborough.

After the Oath of Office was taken by Council Member Mahoney, he joined the other council members at the conference table.

MEETING AGENDA:  On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved 5 to 0 the meeting agenda as presented.

COUNCIL COMMENTS:
RAINEY:  Council member Rainey advised citizens that EOA (Energy Assistance) would be taking applications for assistance for those 65+ years of age on January 14,2 016 at the Pope Conference Center beginning at 8 AM.
CITY ADMINISTRATOR REPORT:

City Administrator Bailey requested approval of an agreement with the CSRA RC to prepare and deliver a CDBG 2016 grant application for waste water infra-structure.

On motion by R. Armour, second by Scarborough, council approved request 5 to 0.

Council member R. Armour requested that action on the URA By-laws be tabled until later to allow for further study.

City Administrator Bailey requested that delinquent property tax amounts be reduced on certain parcels as recommended by Appalachian Mountain Services, Inc., in an effort to sell these parcels at tax auction.  On motion by Scarborough, second by T. Armour, council approved request 4 to 1.  Council member Rainey voted against the motion.  A list of affected parcels was included in the council packets and is on file in the minutes file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Barnett announced that the annual MLK Parade would be held on January 18, 2016, beginning at 1 PM.
