














REGULAR MEETING
FEBRUARY 9, 2015

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, February 9, 2015, beginning at 6 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were:  Mayor Barnett and council members Armour, Armour, Rainey, Scarborough and Tutt.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

The meeting was opened in prayer by City Attorney Fleming followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES APPROVED:  On motion by Scarborough, second by T. Armour, council approved 5 to 0 the minutes of the Work Session and Regular meetings held on January 12, 2015 and a Committee meeting held on January 29, 2015.

AGENDA APPROVED:  On motion by R. Armour, second by Scarborough, council approved 5 to 0 the meeting agenda as presented.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Tiffany Rainey reported on activities of the Tourism office and Economic Development.  Rainey advised that her office had been very busy in following up leads from the state and industrial brokers.  Washington will also be featured in several publications.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  Mayor Barnett requested council approval for re-appointments to several boards and commissions.  Those re-appointments are listed below:

On motion by R. Armour, second by T. Armour, council approved 4 to 1 the re-appointments as presented.  Council member Rainey voted against the motion.

COUNCIL REPORTS:
TUTT:  Council member Tutt requested that any entity that the city supports, with tax dollars, provide a monthly report to council.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:  City Administrator Bailey requested council approval of a Temporary Pouring license for the Chamber of Commerce for their Annual Awards Banquet to be held on March 28, 2015 at the Pope Center.  On motion by Tutt, second by R. Armour, council approved request 5 to 0.

City Administrator Bailey requested council approval for use of the square on April 5 for an Easter Sunrise service, May 4 and September 12 for the Memory Lane Cruise In.  On motion by Tutt, second by Scarborough, council approved 5 to 0 use of square dates.

City Administrator Bailey reported that she is working with the Public Works department to clearly mark truck routes with new signage.  
Bailey also reported on a recent Pope Center Committee meeting.  A new application process and fee structure is being developed.

Bailey also distributed to council information on continuing education classes held in Washington at the Athens Tech Career Center.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  On motion by R. Armour, second by Tutt, council approved 5 to 0 to enter into a previously approved executive session for a legal matter.

On motion by T. Armour, second by Scarborough, council approved 5 to 0 to re-enter open session.

City Attorney Fleming reported that one legal matter was discussed in executive session, with no final action taken.

On motion by Rainey, second by R. Armour, council approved 5 to 0 for Mayor Barnett to sign an executive session affidavit.
