





























[bookmark: _GoBack]REGULAR MEETING
AUGUST 12, 2019

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly meeting on August 12, 2019, beginning at 3:30 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett and Council members Armour, Armour, Cullars, Mahoney, Scarborough and Tutt.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

Visitors attending are listed in the minutes of the Work Session held on August 12, 2019.

City Attorney Fleming opened the meeting in prayer followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES APPROVED:  On motion by R. Armour, second by Scarborough, council approved 6 to 0 the minutes of previous meetings as presented.

AGENDA:  On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved meeting agenda 6 to 0 adding two event requests under the City Administrator.

MAYOR’S TOPICS:  Mayor Barnett addressed the amount spent by council members under Education/Travel and advised that he wanted the 2020 budget built around council members attending one training event per year with the exception of required newly elected officials training.

After discussion, council member told made a motion to table this discussion until after the November General and Special election, second by Cullars, council voted 3-3-1.  Voting against the motion were council members Armour, Armour and Scarborough.  Mayor Barnett also voted against the motion breaking the tie vote.

On motion by R. Armour, second by Scarborough, council voted 3-3-1 to amend the training/education budget to allow council members one training event per year with the exception of required newly elected officials training and further to have city attorney advertise change to charter by Homerule as required.  Voting against the motion were council members Cullars, Mahoney and Tutt.  Mayor Barnett voted for the motion, breaking the tie vote.

Mayor Barnett displayed a folder of papers representing the amount of paper needed to respond to a recent request for information by a council member and asked that any requests made by council be treated like any other open records request in that council members would have to pay for requested material.  On motion by R. Armour, second by T. Armour, council voted 3-3-1 to have council members pay for open records requested material.  Voting against the motion were council members Cullars, Mahoney and Tutt.  Mayor Barnett voted for the motion, breaking the tie vote.

CITY ATTORNEY TOPICS:  City Attorney Fleming asked for council direction on changing the starting time for beer, wine and distilled spirits serving time on Sunday’s from 12:30 PM to 11:00 AM.

On motion by Cullars, second by Scarborough, council approved 5 to 1 to have the question placed on the November 5, 2019, General Election ballot.  Council member T. Armour voted against the motion.

TOPICS SUBMITTED BY COUNCIL: 
MAHONEY:  Council member Mahoney distributed pictures of the Publics Works department building and requested that they be moved to the Mechanics shop.  There was no action on this as the department has already begun relocation.

Council member Mahoney also asked about the status of the Norman Street project.  The real estate bid   has been received with Sim Dill Jr. bidding $50.000.  His plans are to proceed with the four houses that he has already laid foundations for.

Mahoney also asked about the status of building the four homes on Rusher Street through the CHIP grant funds.  At this point, the city is waiting on a DCA response on the request to waive a potential Conflict of Interest, which could take up to six months.  On motion by Mahoney, second by Cullars to proceed with building the homes on Norman Street, to exclude Sim Dill Construction from bidding, council voted 3-3-1.  Voting against the motion were council members Armour, Armour and Scarborough.  Mayor Barnett voted against the motion, breaking the tie vote.

Mahoney expressed concern about safety training on equipment in light of a recent accident at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  He was advised that safety training is ongoing.  Minutes of recent safety meetings were included in the council packet and that GMA will have scheduled training this fall on different topics.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR TOPICS AND UPDATES:  City Administrator Bailey requested council approval of the bid for the four Norman Street lots received from Sim Dill Jr., in the amount of $50,000.  On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved bid 3-3-1.  Voting against the motion were council members Cullars, Mahoney and Tutt.  Mayor Barnett voted for the motion, breaking the tie vote.

INTERIM CITY ADMINISTRATOR:  City Administrator Bailey advised that Carter Crawford, who served as Interim Administrator in 2014, would be will to serve as Interim Administrator beginning October 17, 2019 and to help in the process of  finding a permanent administrator. He would be hired on a contract basis; month to month at $2400.00 per month.  Until the end of year, he would only be available on Thursdays and Fridays.  On motion by Scarborough, second by R. Armour, council approved contract 3-3-1.  Voting against the motion were council members Cullars, Mahoney and Tutt.  Mayor Barnett voted for the motion, breaking the tie vote.

BUDGET AMENDMENTS:  City Administrator Bailey requested approval of budget amendments for the four Norman Street foundations and for the Interim Administrator contract.  On motion by R. Armour, second by Scarborough, council approved budget amendments 3-3-1.  Voting against the motion were council members Cullars, Mahoney and Tutt.  Mayor Barnett voted for the motion, breaking the tie vote.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A SUPPLEMENTAL BUDGET ADJUSTMENT FOR FISCAL YEAR 2019.

WHEREAS, the City adopted a budget and appropriated funds for fiscal year 2019 in December 2018 and,
WHEREAS, certain expenditures are expected to exceed the original adopted budget in some of the City's funds and budgetary transfers are necessary within these funds to provide adequate appropriation levels to expend the unforeseen costs; and,

WHEREAS, the City budget is updated quarterly to adjust for unforeseen expenditures; and,
WHEREAS, consistent with local budget law and based upon the foregoing, the staff report in this matter, the public interest is served in the proposed supplemental budget adjustment,

WHEREAS, to facilitate clarification of the adjustments in this resolution, Attachment A to this resolution provides a summary by fund of the appropriation categories affected by the proposed transfer of budget appropriation and the purpose of the expenditure.


NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF WASHINGTON RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:
The City amends and adjusts the estimated revenues and appropriations within the funds and categories delineated and set forth in Attachment A, attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein as if fully set forth.

This resolution becomes effective upon adoption.

USE OF CITY PROPERTIES REQUESTS:  City Administrator Bailey presented a request from Roxanne Cobb for use of the square on August 28 and September 18 for Wednesday on Wheels event.  On motion by Tutt, second by Scarborough, council approved request 6 to 0.

City Administrator Bailey presented a request from Tom Bridges for use of Reese Booker Park on September 14, 2019, for a motorcycle show and Bill DeGolian campaign event.  On motion by Scarborough, second by T. Armour, council approved request 6 to 0.  Note:  this event was changed to School Street Park due to a scheduling conflict.

ACCEPTANCE OF ADMINISTRATOR’S RESIGNATION:  City Administrator Bailey had sent an email to all council members advising of her resignation effective December 31, 2019.  On motion by Council member Cullars, second by Tutt, to accept her resignation effective this date, council voted 3-3-1.  Voting against the motion were council members Armour, Armour, and Scarborough. Mayor Barnett voted against the motion breaking the tie vote.

ADJOURNMENT:   On motion by Scarborough, second by T. Armour, council approved 6 to 0 meeting adjournment at 4:58 PM.
