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The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly work session on Monday, March 11, 2013, beginning at 5 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Mayor Barnett advised that he and County Commission Chairman Sam Moore were working together to develop a marketing economic developer position through the PDA.  Council member Rainey requested that council see a job description and written plan once this position has been approved.  It was noted that Tourism will fall under the supervision of this person.

David Jenkins and Public Works Supervisor Bobby Mills gave a brief presentation of Pinpoint GeoTech.  This technology now has city mapping on it and route personnel will begin using the devices in their daily work.

Jenkins advised that a RFP has been sent out for the final cleanup work on Anderson Service Station property located on Whitehall Street.
