















WORK SESSION
MAY 13, 2013

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly work session beginning at 5 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center on May 13, 2013.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett, council members Armour, Harris, Rainey, Scarborough and Tutt.  Council member Cullars was not present.  Also present were City Administrator Eskew, City Clerk Danner, City Attorney Fleming and Police Chief Glenn.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  David Jenkins advised that representatives from Athens Tech would make a presentation during the regular meeting about the new adult learning facility now located at the old academy property on Lexington Avenue.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Jenkins will ask for approval of a resolution authorizing an EIP loan for a local industry expansion which will create some 12 jobs.  This loan is for a total of $500,000 which will be jointly secured by the City and County.  Collateral will be property valued at some $2 million.

Jenkins also advised of a Public Hearing for the approval of the updates to the existing Southwest Washington Urban Redevelopment Plan.  This update will probably see the project through to completion.

MAYOR’S COMMENTS:  Mayor Barnett asked City Attorney Fleming to work on changes to city ordinance regarding ethics charges that would not allow the person filing charges to vote in any hearing or meeting on those charges.

TUTT:  Council member Tutt requested that council members Harris, Rainey and Scarborough, as local business owners, work with Barbara Bacon and David Jenkins on ideas for economic opportunities.

HARRIS:  Council member Harris reported that David Chesnut will make a presentation to the city of a drawing to be displayed at the Historical Museum.

Harris reported on recent cemetery meetings and advised that proposed changes in pricing and improvements will be forthcoming.

Harris asked that police monitor and slow down motorcycle traffic.

RAINEY:  Council member Rainey discussed the need for formulation of plans for Callaway Plantation and was advised that campsite improvements are ongoing and that the summer Century 21 After School garden project will act as a test of things that can be done to enhance the Callaway Plantation experience.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:  City Administrator Eskew reminded council that the EIP Resolution for Callaway Farms would be a guarantee of ½ of the $500,000 loan.  This will allow Callaway Farms to add some 12 job with a low interest rate loan and tax incentives.

City Administrator Eskew advised council that beginning July 1, 2013, the city will begin taking credit card payment in the business office for any payments currently made at the city.  Police Fine credit card payments will continue through the police department.

Work Session adjourned at 5:30 PM.
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
