Building Official Toto reviewed with council a zoning request matter that was denied by the Planning Commission for 414 Jackson Street requesting a zoning change from R-3 to R-3A.  The Planning Commission denied the request and will deal with mobile home requests as a conditional use on a case by case basis.  The letter from the Planning Commission was included in the council packets.  The property owned has appealed the Commission’s decision to the full council.  Council will need to schedule a Public Hearing to address this zoning change request.

City Administrator Bailey advised of a petition for speed bumps in the Lincoln and Meredith Circle areas of Washington Heights.  This petition will need to be verified against the number of residents/units in this area.

City Administrator Bailey reported a request for square closure on October 13, 2017, for a trick or treat event for children and a children’s movie night beginning at 5:30 PM.

Bailey also reported a request for use of the Reese Booker Park on October 21, 2017, from 7 AM until 7 PM.

City Attorney Fleming advised that city engineers had reviewed recent bids received for a manhole project in the Industrial Park and were recommending council approval of the low bidder, Brooks Brother Construction, LLC.  This bid is some $94,000 below the next lowest bidder.
