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OCTOBER 12, 2015

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly work session at 5 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center on Monday, October 12, 2015.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were Mayor Barnett and Council members Armour, Armour, Cullars, Rainey and Scarborough.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.  Council member Tutt was not present.

Mayor Barnett reported that Mule Day had been a success even though weather conditions were wet and damp.

City Administrator Bailey reported that a recent street repair project had come in under budget because gas lines were not required to be moved for the repair.

Bailey also reviewed use of square requests for the Jason Chapman 5K on October 17, 2015; October 31 for a literacy program by the Wilkes County schools; April 2, 2016 – Tour of Homes; April 30, 2016 – Optimist Club 5K and May 14, 2016 – Cruise In.

Bailey further reported the request for approval of a resolution to re-certify the City of Washington as a GMA City of Ethics.

Bailey reviewed with Council the negotiation process for the 2017 SPLOST.  The City’s SPLOST percentage will be used for water and sewer debt.  The current SPLOST revenue is down some $800,000 due to lower revenue.  The proposed SPLOST will be some $697,000 less over a six year period for the City.  Bailey also reviewed with council the different projects for the County’s Tier I and Tier II percentage.

Bailey also reported a request from Mail Street Director Joseph Willis for approval of a resolution to support a beatification project on West Robert Toombs Avenue.
