












































WORK SESSION
OCTOBER 13, 2014

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly work session on Monday, October 13, 2014, beginning at 5 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR REPORT:  City Administrator Bailey reviewed with council the health insurance proposal received from GMA for 2015 coverage, which included a 25 % increase over 2014 rates.  Bailey also reviewed with council a proposal received from MSI Benefits Group for coverage through Humana.  There were three options presented from Humana with varying savings for each option.  Council generally concurred with offering Option 2; $2000 employee deductible/$4000 family deductible, 90% coinsurance, HRA - $1000.  This plan will save the city some $142,128.40 per year in premium costs.

Administrator Bailey also discussed with council proposed changes to the Pope Center rental agreement.  After discussion, item #5 was increased to 30 days to cancel an event.  There was also discussion concerning the serving of alcohol and required use of a caterer.

Bailey discussed with council a proposal to use Penn Credit for collection of inactive utility accounts greater than 90 days old.  Bailey also discussed with council a possible change to the Code of Ordinances, Chapter 82, Section 12. A. B. and C. This information was included in the meeting packet for council review.

Bailey reviewed with council the E911 resolution which was included in the meeting packet.

Bailey reviewed with council the bids received for city property located at 118 Spring Street.  Bids received were from the First United Methodist Church for $37,000 and from Longhouse Properties for $31097.

Bailey also reviewed with council the proposed change to the cemetery ordinance which was included in the meeting packet.  There was some discussion concerning the city opening graves, but council generally concurred to hold off on proceeding with that at this time.
