


























[bookmark: _GoBack]WORK SESSION
OCTOBER 14, 2019

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Washington, Georgia, held their regular monthly Work Session on Monday, October 14, 2019, beginning at 3 PM at the Edward Pope Conference Center.  Mayor Ames Barnett presided.

Present were:  Mayor Barnett and council members Armour, Armour, Cullars, Mahoney and Scarborough.  Also present were City Administrator Bailey, City Clerk Danner and City Attorney Fleming.

Visitors present were:  Charles Wagner, David Denard, Carol Cartledge, Calvin Wiggs, Blake Thompson, Judy Anderson, Jan Anderson, Ellie Nicholson, Kendra Dill, Clara Sutton, Larry Hill, Jeanelle Ashmore, Brenda Mitchell, Bill DeGolian, Esper Lee, Matthew Denard and Sparky Newsome of the News Reporter.

Mayor Barnett welcomed everyone to the work session.

City Administrator Bailey reviewed with council the 2019/2020 Health Insurance quote.  Bailey noted that current carrier Anthem Blue Cross Blue Shield rates went up some 24.63% for the next plan year.  MSI Benefits group, our insurance broker, found a comparable plan through Humana with a 4.7%  ($25,237.00) yearly increase.  City Administrator Bailey recommends that council approve the Humana plan, continue to pay 100% on employee cost and pay the last $3,000 of the deductible through a HRA.

City Administrator Bailey reviewed with council a proposed lease through the State of Georgia for the Veteran’s office located in the City Hall Annex.  There are no changes to the lease.  Monthly rental amount is $217.46 with a year to year lease renewal with 60 day notice of any changes.

City Administrator Bailey reviewed with council requests for use of city property:  1) Jason Chapman 5k to be held on October 26, 2019; 2) a Fall Carnival to be held at Booker Park on October 26, 2019; and, 3) Class of 1990 Fall Carnival/Glow Party at the School Street Park on October 19.

City Clerk Danner requested that council consider establishing a fee for a Brew Pub as described in the alcohol ordinance.  When the alcohol ordinance was updated in August of 2017, council established a brew pub license, but did not, at that time, establish a fee.  After discussing this matter with Attorney Nelson, of Fleming and Nelson, Danner requested that council establish the fee for a brew pub license at $250.
